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Comment by Chief of the
Screening Board

In general, remarkable improvement was noted
it is my satisfaction to see that objectives of the
exhibition are fulfilled. It was notable that each
entry was dedicated to exploring new ideas con-
ducive to increasing exports. It was also found that
many of the art works were connected with modern
production technology. This, I should like to em-
phasize, is a sensitive response of the participants to
the Government’s policy.

As for members of the screening board, there were
a number of excellent entries which deserved high
commendation. In selecting the winning entries,
considerable emphasis was placed on the originality
of idea, craftsmanship and productivity with a view
to determining the practicality of each entry.

On the basis of this guiding principle, 37 of the
213 commercial art entries were selected as success-
ful works, while 13 works were named as special
selection and two as recipients of prizes. In the field
of craft art, 102 of the 235 entries were selected as
successful works, 17 as special selection and three as
prize winning works. Thirty two of the 83 industrial
art works were picked as successful entries, 11 as
special selection and three as prize winning entries.

In the commercial art field, most of the entries
demonstrated their creativeness for the promotion
of exports and appeared to have put emphasis upon
the practicality. Printed materials held a large
portion of the entries. Art works were made
by taking into careful consideration to a wide range
of selection of materials, marketability of goods and
hobby of end-users whose choices vary widely.

All told, there was evidence of painstaking end-

_eavor to express excellent features of the Korean

commodities.

The Presidential awards winning work, ‘‘Packag-
ing Plans for Dehydrated Ear-Shell”, was the best
of all entries in the exhibition. The prize winning
piece was featured with a unique concept which was
apparently conceived to eliminate irrational pack-
aging designs of Korean fishery products, including
ear-shells. The refined work reflects properly popular
taste in Japan and Southeast Asian countries by
using both natural and artificial materials.
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Until last year, it was apparent that the partici-
pants in the craft art section were at a loss about their
basic stand. Things are different this year, however.
They have tried to respond to the demand of this
nation in developing economy. With sound judg-
ment, they communicated with viewers through
their original work and succeeded in cementing
their artistic foundation.

Comparatively many kinds of works entered the
exhibition. Their craftmanship and idea are well
refined to our satisfaction. It is appreciated that
contents of the work are inclusive of production
process and costs.

“Western Chess” won the prize offered by the
premier. This craft art work is designed to spur the
export of expensive-profitable goods in considera-
tion of Western people’s attempt to make it a
gracefully colored Korean product in which one
can feel the pulse of things Korean.

The industrial art, which comprises the third part
of the exhibition, needs harder work than other
parts, since high standard of craftmanship is
required not only in design process but also in
modeling and sampling. Compared with last year’s
entries, there was evident signs of improvement this
year. Most of them displayed elaborate crafts-
manship in modeling.

“Children’s Bicycle,” which won the National
Assembly speaker’s prize, has chosen most properly
its theme in the design process. It is believed that
this entry is one of the most excellent works in view
of the Government’s effort to increase the export of
toy products. Its design is elaborate beyond descrip-
tion. Its technique is so excellent that no children
will find it difficult to ride. It is planned to permit
mass production. Itscoloris adequate to be children’s
hardwares.

There is no question that each work shquld be so
designed as to insure maximum convenience in daily
life, usefulness and graceful line, since we take it for
granted that design is the means of embodying
man’s idea aimed at social environment and living
space. It is heartening to see that each participant
is well aware of the need of mankind and the nation’s
call for increased exports in taking part in the ex-
hibition. Their strenuous effort to contribute to the:
national modernization through their artistic work
should be highly commended.
