excellent design ideas that will drive the future of our industry and
the designers who will lead the next generation.

This year, in line with the needs of the times, we introduced the
criterion of ‘environmental friendliness’ in the second spot judging
stage last year, and applied it to the third advanced judging stage as
well, so that outstanding ideas that will contribute to a sustainable
future can shine. We also provided early commercialization training
to winners whose designs have high commercialization potential, so
that innovative design ideas can be made into actual products and
contribute to society.

This year, as usual, we received a large number of design works with
outstanding ideas. A total of 5,246 entries were submitted, of which
the youth category received 3,320 entries, the highest number in the
past five years, indicating a high level of student interest in design.
The 1,178 entries selected after fair evaluation by a jury composed

of more than 410 design experts from Korea and abroad, as well as
the 80 winning entries, showed outstanding creativity, suggesting

a bright future for Korean design. ‘Ourhour’ from the university
student category, which was selected as this year’s Presidential
Award, demonstrated the social value of design through universal
design, which considers both the disabled and the non—disabled,
with an infant mobility that can be attached not only to baby cars and
automobiles but also to wheelchairs.

We would like to extend our sincere thanks to the winners of this
competition for demonstrating the transformative potential of design.
We would also like to express our deepest gratitude to the Korean
and international jury members, including the Jury President,

Han Kyungha, for their fair judgment.

Safe—Ever is a household safety kit that users can easily find in a
disaster. Many home safety items are stored in drawers because they
detract from the décor. This causes people to spend unnecessary
time searching for safety items in a disaster situation. The design
combines safety items in living products at the desk and front door
locations so that users can use them naturally during their evacuation
routes. A “desk light” is placed inside to combine a helmet and
flashlight on the desk and a “bell” that combines a handkerchief and
a light to be placed at the front door.
