They used a computer mouse to represent
a tank to show that cyberbullying is a big
crime, and with this piece, they wanted

They
designed it with buttons on each side of the
product to control the tools.

The second campaign is the
‘Tree Shoot’ event that plants a tree once a
month. The third campaign is the Anavada
Thrift Market, which is held at the school

on the last Saturday of every month. These
three campaigns are designed to help
students practice carbon neutrality in their
daily lives so that they can continue to do so
as adults.
