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O’collection is a project that contains the philosophy of studio
when which is ‘design a way of looking at time rather than
designing the appearance of a clock’. O’collection can be placed
on a flat surface, such as a desk, shelf, etc., and when the tip of
the cone faces up, it becomes a kinetic object that can appreciate
the shape of the cone. When users hang it on the wall and look
straight at it, the perception of the hour hand and minute hand
becomes clear and the clock reveals the time. The O'collection
consists of three time pieces(co’co, gho'gho, ro’ro) with different
materials and shapes under the same concept.
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With the development of technology, the way children play
has changed a lot.

A speaker is
installed at the top which can help people choose the color and
the texture of the clothes appropriate to the weather. In addition,
two lenses attached to the right part of the product recognize and
tell the color as soon as the clothes are taken from the rail. On
the left side, it expresses the feeling of the color in braille (lively,
modernity) to help the blind choose the clothes comfortably. In
this way, the blind will be able to know if the weather, the place
where they go, and their clothes match well.

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Buckwheat Noseum is a brand that gives you a unique flavor
of buckwheat, a dish that you never realized how much you've
longed for it. The logo visually embodies buckwheat and
expresses the cool properties of buckwheat through its brand
color.
