Thank you.
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Sleev is an upper-limb assistive robot designed to support
independent arm movement in daily life. It uses IMU sensors to detect
joint angles and FMG sensors to sense muscle expansion, allowing
the device to understand the user's intended movements. These
technologies operate without direct skin contact and are simpler
and more cost-effective than previous solutions. The sensors are
embedded within straps and can be detached if needed.

Sleev is designed both aesthetically and structurally to avoid
disrupting everyday life. On the inner side of the arm (where it bends)
and the outer side of the elbow (where it protrudes), the product
minimizes interference, and it can be worn over thin innerwear. Users
can easily wear the device with one hand by placing it on a stand.
Frequently used daily routines can be set via voice command actions,
and the rehabilitation exercise mode helps users return to everyday
activities. Sleev reduces complexity and integrates naturally into daily

life, providing support for both rehabilitation and independence.
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E-um Tray: Universal Meal Tray for Students with Developmental Disabilities
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In Korea, the same type of tray used in regular schools is also used
in special education settings. However, these trays often do not
reflect the physical and cognitive characteristics of students with
developmental disabilities, resulting in various challenges.

To address these issues, a new tray was designed based on extensive
field observations and stakeholder interviews. This process included
hands-on volunteer sessions with individuals with developmental
disabilities, as well as in-depth interviews with special education
teachers and social workers, enabling a user-grounded analysis based
on real-life usage environments. The final design features practical
elements such as a sloped structure that naturally guides side dishes
toward the rice, holders to secure utensils and grooves, textured

handles for stability, and a separate soup bowl to prevent liquids from

mixing with other foods.
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Colorectal cancer is the second most common cancer in Korea,
and there are over 20,000 users of artificial colostomy bags. These
patients often face inconvenience when going out—constantly
checking for odor and washing bags at sinks every three hours. To
address this, the bags were redesigned into a disposable, small-
portion format, and a clover shape was selected to help alleviate

psychological burden.
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The IV stands currently used for pediatric patients are designed
based on adult standards, creating several issues when used by
children. In particular, for children, the IV stands are too tall to move by
themselves, causing safety risks. To address these issues, IVY RING

introduces a new pediatric IV stand designed specifically for children,

ensuring their safety while giving guardians peace of mind.
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Kokdu (Korean funeral figurines)
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Using Kokdu (Korean funeral figurines), which reflect Korea's profound
views of the afterlife, as the core motif, we develop original and
compelling cultural content. The rich blend of characters, animals,
patterns, and costumes showcases Korea's unique beauty and
mystical fantasy, offering new possibilities for the Korean Wave
content in the global market.

Focusing on graphic designs inspired by approximately 50 characters
and animals, traditional houses, funeral bier carts, and elements of
folk painting are reinterpreted with a modern sensibility to create
new visuals for the Kokdu. Furthermore, by departing from traditional
forms and introducing Korean fantasy elements, the design suggests
unlimited potential for expansion into various media content and
cultural products. Additionally, by incorporating traditional craft
techniques such as woodworking, depth and texture are added to the
visual output, providing an experience comparable to viewing art in a

museum and enhancing its aesthetic and collectible value.

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Taegeukgi Educational Yut-nori Board Game Package Design: Guardians of Taegeuk
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To increase interest in the Taegeukgi and provide accurate information
in a fun and accessible way, we planned an educational tool in the
form of a board game. The Taegeukgi Educational Yut-nori Board
Game Package allows participants to move game pieces by throwing
yut sticks and complete missions on cards related to the Taegeukgi to
acquire Geon, Gon, Gam, and Ri cards. These cards include trigrams,
and the goal is to find the correct combination of trigrams to complete
the Taegeukgi accurately.

Through gameplay, participants naturally learn about the principles
of the Taegeukgi, its proper display methods, and how to draw it
accurately. Learning sheets are also provided to enhance educational
usability. In terms of design, the images of the sun, moon, sky, and
earth symbolize geon, gon, gam, and ri, while incorporating the
aesthetic of traditional Korean craft, najeonchilgi (mother-of-pearl

lacquerware), to emphasize Korean sensibilities.

"Are you okay?" No matter where he goes, someone always asks if
he's okay. A swamp of endless repetition... Can he truly escape from
this relentless mire of a swamp? This design aims to depict the inner
life of young adults (in their 20s) navigating a society that imposes the
pressure to do well and be okay even when they are struggling.

The protagonist repeatedly experiences nightmares, gradually
realizing they are dreams, but the more he tries to wake up, the worse
the situation becomes. This dream state is likened to a “swamp” that
is difficult to escape once trapped, symbolizing the psychological

pressure and inescapable emotional quagmire that today’s youth face.
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Murder in Wonderland
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Murder in Wonderland is an interaction design work adapted from
Yasumi Kobayashi's novel The Murder of Alice. It shows incidents
inspired by various characters from Lewis Carroll's novels Alice’s
Adventures in Wonderland, Through the Looking-Glass, and The
Hunting of the Snark. This work visually realizes the bizarre and cruel
worldview of The Murder of Alice, allowing users to speculate on the
murders in each chapter and engage with related interactions.

By naturally blending drawing and collage, it creates a whimsical
yet beautiful atmosphere unique to the work. Evidence and
foreshadowing hidden in each map, centered on the victims of the
murders, are rendered through drawing, while background elements

are designed using collage. A generally muted color palette intensifies

the eerie atmosphere.
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When | leave the house to go to work, my mind gets heavy thinking
about my sick parents. What if they trip and fall? What if they go
outside and get lost? | worry, but the reality is that | cannot stay by
them constantly.

GIIMAP is for people like me, who lives with these concerns. It allows
users to check their parents’ real-time location and health status
at a glance, and if they leave a designated “safe zone,” an alert is
sent immediately. In the event of a disappearance, the smart ring,
Gl:Ring, enables real-time connection to the guardian via a nearby
person’s phone. It is more than just location tracking; it prevents
people from going missing, ensures quick discovery, and secures safe
return, bridging gaps in care. In the community, anyone can report
missing people or share sightings. Together, helping hands turn the

neighborhood into a collective safe zone.
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In industrial workplaces today, noise-induced hearing loss and falling
object accidents have emerged as major safety risks. In construction
alone, noise-related occupational illnesses account for 32% of cases,
while accidents caused by from falling objects continue to rise by
15% annually. Factors contributing to these accidents include the
inconvenience of having to wear noise-canceling headsets and
helmets depending on the environment, safety gaps that occur during
equipment switching, and limited visibility caused by existing helmet
structures. SafeTune addresses this through a detachable helmet
system built on a goggle-based design, reducing inconvenience while
supporting situational usage. Al automatically detects hazardous
noise, and Bluetooth connectivity enables communication among
team members. Its ergonomic design and breathable materials further

enhance comfort.
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Following the pandemic, the number of children struggling with
literacy has increased, resulting in higher rates of dyslexia. Elevated
dyslexia rates lead to decreased vocabulary, negatively affecting
cognitive and emotional development in childhood. One major cause
of dyslexia is the inability to connect sounds to letters. Existing Korean
language learning tools do not easily allow children to associate letters
with sounds, limiting opportunities for this learning.

K-block proposes an integrated visual and auditory learning approach.
Children can freely combine consonants and vowels while hearing the
corresponding sounds, developing their “letter-sound” coordination
skills. These blocks empower children as active participants rather
than passive learners, allowing them to assemble and arrange letters
themselves. The puzzle-like structure also teaches the principles of
Hangeul composition in a way that is accessible to foreigners. These
blocks highlight the unique features of Hangeul and help promote its

excellence globally.
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RAINDRORP is a project that draws attention to the natural water cycle
often overlooked in urban environments. Worldwide, the average
number of rainy days per year is about 100, generating a substantial
amount of wasted rainwater. Rainwater, being free of lime, does not
harden the soil and remains a pure, eco-friendly resource. The project
aims to make it easy for single-person households to care for plants
using this water. By incorporating the flow of rainwater into the design,
the project encourages people to actively engage with nature in daily

life rather than passively consuming it.
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Circulation in front of the house, Damdam
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Damdam was created to find solutions within the growing online
commerce sector. As Coupang's sales increase, so does the
associated waste. The goal is to provide solutions to address these
problems. We proposed a solution using 100% recyclable expanded

polypropylene (EPP) boxes and tapeless boxes, along with a

corresponding circulation system.

and explores the value of coexistence.
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Bees in urban areas are disappearing rapidly. However, most
people in Korea are unaware of solitary bees, and little is known
about their crucial role in urban ecosystems. In fact, over 90% of
all bees are solitary bees. While they do not produce honey, they
are essential pollinators that maintain ecological balance. Yet,
due to general fear and negative perceptions of bees, creating
protective habitats for them in cities is challenging.

Citybee is a modular habitat system designed to address this

problem. It provides safe shelter and nesting spaces for solitary

bees in urban areas, accommodating over 200 species, while
functioning as an urban structure that can coexist with people.

By producing small, coexistence-friendly urban habitats, it

practically supports the survival of bees in city environments.
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During my military service, whenever | went on
leave, | would pack a bag tightly with everything |
needed, and at 6 AM, my eyes would snap open
like an alarm clock—those feelings remain vivid.
Recalling these memories, | reconstructed a
restrained silhouette inspired by the functionality
and structure of military wear.

| envisioned a multi-pocket top that integrates a
bag and upper garment to enhance mobility. By
attaching removable cargo panels from the combat
vest to the pants during training, unnecessary
movement is eliminated, making the design both
functional and efficient. | approached this with
the belief that even small details can contribute to
preserving peace.

From the question, “What is restrained design?”
this concept emerged—rooted in the hope
that removing discomfort and inconvenience in
military clothing or equipment can offer a sense of
freedom.
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Independence activist graphic design meets with Trump card
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The year 2025 marks the 80th anniversary of Korea's liberation.
However, many names and achievements of independence activists
remain insufficiently known to the public. Thus, we sought ways
for people to encounter and remember the spirit of independence
activists in daily life. The idea we arrived at was the use of playing
cards (trump cards). “Trump" originates from “triumph,” aligning with
the spirit of independence activists' struggle and victory for freedom
and independence. Additionally, since trump cards are a familiar tool
of play, they are suitable as a medium that allows people to remember
these figures without a sense of burden. Based on this planning
concept, we launched a design project that reinterprets independence
activists in the format of trump cards. By embedding the diverse spirits
of independence activists within the familiar format of trump cards, we

hope people will naturally remember their names and stories.
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DotMate is a portable device that allows visually impaired people to
feel handwritten text through tactile feedback anytime, anywhere. It
features an intuitive Braille interface, paper-refill cartridges, and dock-
based charging, making it easy for both sighted and visually impaired
users. It converts handwriting not only to Braille but also to embossed
tactile letters, expanding the textual experience for visually impaired
users and providing effective information to low-vision or tactile-
centered learners. DotMate overcomes the limitations of existing
Braille printers with a new design, offering portability and practicality

while bridging communication between disabled and non-disabled

users.

Dotmate
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Dementia and social isolation among the elderly
increase mental health issues and depression risk,
which are emerging as significant problems in aging
societies. This highlights the need for programs
that enhance cognitive function and promote social
interaction. Cooperative House was developed as
an analog cooperative toy to address these issues,
consisting of a familiar house-shaped body and
roof pages with various colors and patterns. Two
players form a pair, selecting balls matching colors
and patterns and placing them into roof openings.
Through this intuitive play, brain stimulation and
fine motor skills are developed, while immediate
feedback and hints encourage voluntary problem-

solving.
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In domestic national parks, the removal of trash bins to protect
ecosystems has led to unmanaged waste, damaging landscapes,
polluting soil, and destroying wildlife habitats, which causes serious
ecological harm. Peak Pouch is an eco-friendly portable trash bag
dispenser developed to address this problem. It is made by upcycling
discarded wood and plastics collected from national parks, thereby
promoting resource circulation and environmental preservation. The
design was inspired by the smooth curves of the Baengnokdam Crater
Lake on Hallasan Mountain, allowing visitors to connect emotionally
with nature. Each item carries the name and unique color of a specific
national park, deepening attachment and creating memorable

experiences for visitors.
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Dropi is a hiking trail safety device combining visual safety markers
with a throwable fire extinguisher function. It attaches to trees like a
hiking ribbon, providing route guidance and night visibility through
solar-powered LEDs. In emergencies, it can be detached and thrown
to spray extinguishing agents up to 10 meters. Additionally, its heat-
detection feature automatically ruptures and releases the agent when
surrounding temperatures rise, forming a temporary defense line along
the trail to slow the spread of fire. The automatic response function is
effective in mountainous terrains difficult to access by vehicles, and
replaceable parts along with a solar self-charging system enhance
maintenance efficiency. Dropi is a new solution that contributes to

wildfire prevention and the establishment of a forest safety network.
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In the Compose Coffee App Improvement Project, interviews
and company analysis revealed a pain point in the inconvenient
ordering process. The user experience (UX) flow was redesigned to
simplify the information architecture and incorporate personalized
recommendation features.

The ClearLucent Web User Interface (Ul) Improvement Project
focused on the brand's low recognition as a skincare company.
Through interviews and brand analysis, the brand identity was
redefined, and a future-state process was designed to improve
the web Ul, enhancing customer accessibility and building a more
cohesive website experience.

In the Snappy Mobile App Project, the UX direction was established
to make content consumption easier and more efficient. Based on
interviews and trend analysis, a clear UX solution was proposed to

enable personalized content engagement.
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In high-rise buildings, locating and physically accessing essential
emergency supplies such as automated external defibrillators (AED)
often takes time, creating structural limitations that delay immediate
response during real emergencies. The rail-based modular transport
system designates emergency stairways as the primary storage
points for emergency supplies and moves vertically between floors.
The module automatically travels to the required floor when called
via switch, and features rotation and opening mechanisms to provide
a user-centered interface for receiving supplies. It solves the high-
cost problem of traditional multi-floor installations and significantly
improves the efficiency of emergency supply distribution in public
organizations and large buildings. Furthermore, it has the potential to

be integrated into loT-based emergency response networks.
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The foldable rooftop safety hook bench addresses issues with

The height-adjustable sliding door handle is designed to allow users
of all ages and physical conditions to open and close doors safely and
conveniently. Conventional door handles are fixed in a predetermined
position, making them inconvenient for people who are not tall or who
have limited reach. This sliding handle allows users to adjust the height
themselves, enabling everyone to use it comfortably. Today, universal
design—accessible to all regardless of age, physical condition, or
disability—is becoming increasingly important. This handle is suitable
for children, the elderly, and wheelchair users alike, and can be used
in a variety of spaces such as childcare centers, hospitals, public

institutions, and homes.

conventional rooftop hooks, which are essential for exterior wall
maintenance but are often hard to spot, rust easily, and harm the
building’s appearance. This folding bench functions as a regular seat
but transforms into a work hook when the seat is lifted. The hook
section is highlighted in bright red so that workers can easily locate
it and attach ropes quickly. Made of stainless steel with an anti-
corrosion coating, it withstands wind and rain for long periods and
requires no power source, making maintenance easy. It simultaneously
provides five values: safety, rest, aesthetics, cost efficiency, and
community-building.
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BOBO is a modular growth wheelchair that adapts as a child grows.

Children who use wheelchairs daily require chairs that adjust to
their growth, but conventional models fail to meet these evolving
needs. BOBO modularizes the wheelchair components, allowing
easy adjustment to fit the child's developmental stage. It also applies
bright and friendly colors and graphic designs to provide children
with psychological comfort and interest while reducing their sense
of rejection toward wheelchairs. BOBO creates an environment
where children with disabilities can use their wheelchairs more
freely and joyfully, helping them grow with a sense of independence.
Furthermore, it aims to become a strong companion that grows

together with the child, forming a natural emotional bond over time.
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Lemon Revolution is a campaign that criticizes the commodification
of labor—where labor is easily bought and sold—and advocates
for the protection of workers' rights. Moving away from traditional
protest strategies, the Lemon Revolution campaign provides three
main types of content that encourage the protection of rights through
everyday actions. An infographic book designed like a supermarket
flyer critiques the commercialization of labor while delivering
information about labor history and rights in an accessible way. The
mobile app allows users to test their own working conditions and
receive emotional and informational support through an Al counselor
and a worker community. The horticultural therapy kit helps users
find emotional stability and maintain healthy work habits through the

process of growing a lemon tree.
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This project was planned to visually record the challenges and
inspiring moments of Paralympic athletes who transcend physical
limits. Beyond the Boundaries: The Paralympics captures the unique
characteristics of each sport, the athletes’ personal stories, and their
struggles and triumphs through design, producing outputs in various
forms such as books, calendars, and posters.

Above all, it focuses on expressing the values of challenge, courage,
solidarity, and inclusion in the Paralympics through visual language
that anyone can easily understand and empathize with. Every design
element goes beyond merely delivering information—it aims to

move and inspire viewers, spreading the meaning and spirit of the

Paralympics widely.
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DEOCO is a brand that gives new value to discarded coffee grounds,
transforming them into practical and sustainable deodorizing
packages. Every year, a massive amount of coffee grounds is
generated domestically, yet most are discarded, with minimal reuse
as a resource. DEOCO addresses concerns about artificial additives
in conventional deodorizers and persistent odor problems—such
as shoe odor—while maximizing the upcycling potential of waste
coffee grounds. The accordion-like paper structure allows for easy
storage, and the outer package uses eco-friendly paper that naturally
decomposes. Inside, a deodorizing insert made from coffee grounds

establishes a sustainable resource cycle. Additionally, the used coffee

grounds can be reused again.

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Learning the World with Pattern Dolls : local impact
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As a child, | wanted to create the colorful patterns | saw in a small
museum with my own hands. This inspired a brand communication
design that visualizes and applies regional patterns. This kit allows
users to cut and sew the patterns themselves instead of relying on
textbooks, helping them fully internalize the stories embedded in
traditional designs. Each piece of a regional pattern carries its own
history and meaning. By connecting the pieces and completing a small
doll, users naturally take a step closer to understanding the history and
identity of that region. Moreover, with the hope that the dolls serve
not just as decorations but also as small contributions to supporting
local communities and cultural heritage, part of the proceeds from kit
purchases is donated, creating a virtuous cycle. With this kit, users
can create patterns, experience the stories they contain, and share
the joy of making the world a warmer place through small acts of care
and generosity.
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Hwatupae is a traditional Korean card game influenced by classic

Korean art. By redesigning these hwatupae cards as illustrations, we

aimed to connect Korean tradition with modernity and to reinterpret

the beauty and meaning of hwatupae. While preserving the original

imagery and structure of traditional hwatu, cultural elements

such as Gyeongbokgung Palace, pine trees, tigers, peonies, and

hibiscus were incorporated and reinterpreted with a contemporary
aesthetic. Sophisticated and calm colors, along with ink-painting style

expressions, were used to create an elegant and classic composition.

Subtle pastel tones were applied to obangsaek (traditional five colors)
to express a sensibility that is both traditional and modern.
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Busan Metropolitan City Tourism Brand Design
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We designed the brand by giving symbolic meaning to the dynamic
waves of Busan's sea and its seagulls, aiming to create a positive
image of Busan for a wide audience. In particular, the wave motif was
incorporated into the brand identity and slogan to emphasize Busan as
a marine-focused tourism and cultural city. The slogan “Omnibus” was
created by a play on the words, omnibus and Busan. In the symbolic
logo, the straight lines extending outward represent Busan’s forward-
moving spirit, while the flowing curves symbolize the city’s flexibility,
embracing all generations and regions. Additionally, the “B" is shaped
like a wave for a softer expression. The city's emblematic seagull is
simplified to maximize Busan's symbolic identity, and the circle on
the right symbolizes the unique warmth (jeong) of Busan'’s residents.
Alongside the symbolic logo, we designed a character representing

Busan and produced applied designs, including bus designs featuring

the character.

Hankkiheng is a package design project that reinterprets regional
Korean foods into lunch boxes and beverages, allowing anyone to
easily experience Korea's local culture through convenience stores.
Representative local dishes such as Seoul's bulgogi, Chuncheon'’s
dakgalbi, Jeonju's bibimbap, and Andong's jimdak are visualized using
each region’s signature colors and symbols. Traditional drinks like

misugaru, sikhye, sujeonggwa, and yujacha are bottled with stories

connected to their regional origins.
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By reinterpreting traditional hats into a linear structure, an
aesthetic narrative that seamlessly connects the past and
present is created. In the card design, six types of traditional
hats worn by men and women during the Joseon Dynasty
were selected. These hats carry cultural meanings beyond
mere costume elements, including associations with social
status, class, rituals, and daily life. By composing all hat
shapes with a single line-based structure, the forms and
structural characteristics of traditional attire are reflected in
a modern way. This visually abstracts the graceful flow and

tension found in traditional forms.
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PharmaQuick is an integrated pharmacy-linked service that began
from a personal experience of being too ill to go out and buy medicine.
It is designed as a platform that provides integrated support for
everything from searching for medicines to ordering and delivery.
Through its integrated search function connected to Food Safety
Korea, users can accurately check drug information based on the
name, ingredients, and identification code, and the real-time pharmacy
inventory feature allows them to check the location and quantity of
the desired medicine without having to go out. With symptom-based
search and personal health information input functions, the platform
recommends suitable medicines for each user. Over-the-counter
medicines that do not require prescriptions can be ordered directly
through the app and delivered quickly. PharmaQuick simplifies the
complex process of purchasing medicines into one platform, providing

a new type of medical service that enables anyone to access

pharmaceuticals easily and quickly.
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The 119 identity of the National Fire Agency has been
redesigned to strengthen its image of rescue and protection
through a more human-centered approach.

The Safe Trace shoes are designed to prevent such

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Low-income elderly often find it difficult to travel to distant hospitals.
Consequently, they postpone visits, further worsening their
conditions— creating a "medical blind spot.” Inspired by the idea that
advancing technology could light up this blind spot, we devised the
Han-Kan Clinic telemedicine system. Elderly patients receive a card
that they use on an installed device to consult with a doctor remotely.
The device also contains medications, which are dispensed according
to the doctor’s prescription, functioning as both a medical vending
machine and pharmacy. This provides a groundbreaking solution for

addressing health issues among solitary seniors.
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Color-converting glasses that tell you the surrounding sound
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A Safer Electric Stove You Can See
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Modern electric stoves are widely used and very convenient but
they also pose more risks than gas stoves. After seeing frequent
incidents reported in the news, we designed a safer electric stove.
Ordinary hobs make it hard to tell if they are on when a pot is placed
on them. We made it easy to check on/off status around the heating
area. After use, residual heat often remains, which can cause burns
if unknowingly touched. By displaying the residual heat as a digital

number, users can intuitively check the temperature and avoid burns.

This trash bin is equipped with an Al voice
guidance system that interacts with users in real
time. For example, it can guide people to the bin's
location or reward them with points and praise
when they dispose of trash as instructed. It also
provides guidance on separating waste properly
and, if someone tries to throw trash in the wrong

place, it gives a voice warning and directs them to

the nearest bin. The bin is powered by solar energy,

supporting nighttime lighting, self-cleaning, and

sprinklers. An automatic cleaning feature reduces
odor and insects, and a small flowerbed on top
provides a nature-friendly space, enhancing urban

aesthetics.
